The Department of Ophthalmology at UCSF and the Hearst Foundation, through the generosity of George Hearst, Sr. and Rosalie Hearst is pleased to offer one annually funded international fellowship to a qualified candidate. The objective of the Hearst Fellowship is to provide valuable advanced training in a critical field in Ophthalmology for promising ophthalmologists from outside the United States. In addition to the regular fellowship training available at a large urban medical center, the Fellow can expect to benefit from attendance at the many seminars, lectures, and clinics. 

On the 10th anniversary of the Fellowship, the Hearst Fellow will be eligible for an invitation to give the George and Rosalie Hearst Lecture at the Fredrick C. Cordes Eye Society Annual Symposium. Travel expenses of up to $1,500 and two nights lodging will be provided.  

FELLOWSHIP WILL PROVIDE THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS: 
· Monthly stipend of at least $3,000 per month

· Health insurance for the fellow (accompanying spouse must provide their own health and repatriation insurance)

· Roundtrip airfare (must be on a US Carrier if available)

· Attendance at one external meeting (the American Academy of Ophthalmology, or a Sub-specialty Meeting)

FELLOWSHIP REQUIREMENTS:

In order to be considered as a candidate, the applicant must:
· Qualify for a J-1 (exchange visitor's visa).
· If hands-on clinical training is being sought, obtain an ECFMG J-1 Visa; and also a 2111 appointment from the California Medical Board. This will allow the fellow to have up to 20% patient contact duties under the direct supervision of a faculty member.

· Have written assurance from the government of the country of the applicant's nationality or last residency that skills acquired in the United States are needed in the country of origin.

· Possess an adequate knowledge of the English language, and be competent in the communication of this language.

· Those interested in research and clinical observation only may be considered without ECFMG.
· The fellow must agree not to accept remuneration from other sources during the term of the Fellowship.
APPLICATION PROCESS:

Application and all required documents must be received by December 15 of the preceeding year in which the fellowship commences.

· Completed Application Form with a passport size photograph attached.

·  Letters of recommendation (minimum of two) from instructors who are familiar with the applicant's academic and professional work must be received by the same date. One such letter must be from the Head of the Department of Ophthalmology at an institution with which the applicant has been professionally associated, and should include a statement that the trainee will be accepted for service in the institution upon his/her return from the United States. 
Letters  from the Instructors and Department head should be sent directly to Mary Nelson at the above address

· Letter attesting that you will accept such employment and that not complying with this regulation will require that the fellow will return to UCSF all funds received for stipend, travel, and insurance.

· Copy of your most current curriculum vitae.
· Copy of your Medical School Diploma in the language of the country of your training, along with a literal translation in English. 

· Copy of your license to practice Medicine issued by your home country, with an English translation.

· Copy of your Residency Training Certificate with an English translation.

· A letter of Good Standing or Certificate of Good Standing, with an English translation, from the Ministry of Health or Medical Council that issued the license to practice Medicine. This letter must state that “no disciplinary actions have been taken against the physician”, and it must be dated within the last 90 days. The letter of certification is acceptable from an employer if the applicant is from the People’s Republic of China. This letter of good standing may be submitted at a later date, but not less than 60 days prior to the commencement of the Fellowship.
